Erasmus+ este programul UE pentru educatie, formare, tineret si sport in Europa. Cu un buget de
26,2 miliarde euro, complementat de 2,2 miliarde euro din partea instrumentelor UE aditionale, programul
va oferi in perioada 2021-2027 unui numar de peste 10 milioane de persoane posibilitatea de a studia, de
a se forma si de a dobandi experientd in strdinatate.

Actualul Program Erasmus+, care se deruleaza in perioada 2021-2027 se adreseaza persoanelor de toate
varstele si 1si propune sd devina mai incluziv, mai digital, mai verde si sa sustind rezilenta procesului
educatiei In conditii pandemice.

Programul Erasmus+ este gestionat de Comisia Europeana (organul executiv al UE), de Agentia
Europeana Executiva pentru Educatie si Cultura (EACEA), de Agentiile Nationale din Statele membre
ale UE si tarile terte asociate la program (Macedonia de Nord, Islanda, Liechtenstein, Norvegia, Serbia si
Turcia) si de Oficiile Nationale in tarile terte care nu sunt asociate la program. Republica Moldova are
statut de tara terta care nu este asociata la programul Erasmus+ si face parte din Regiunea Tarilor
Partenerialului Estic.

Its budget is €26.2 billion, complemented by about €2.2 billion from the EU’s external instruments, will
provide during 2021-2027 opportunities for over 10 million people to study, train, and gain experience
abroad.

The current Erasmus+ Programme, edition 2021-2027, offers opportunities for people of all ages, from
all backgrounds, seeks to be even more inclusive and to support the green and digital transitions.

The Erasmus+ Programme is managed by the European Commission (the EU's executive body), the
European Education and Culture Executive Agency (EACEA), a series of National Agencies in EU
Member States and third countries associated to the Programme (Republic of North Macedonia, Iceland,
Liechtenstein, Norway, Serbia and Turkey), and a series of National Offices in third countries associated
to the Programme. The Republic of Moldova is a third countries associated to the Erasmus+ Programme
being part of the Region 2 - Eastern Partnership countries.
